Main Activities

Post-activity
	· For the pre-activity, the teacher asks questions to the students regarding the '' most typical human on Earth'' and have them guess about the information.

· The teacher writes the information on the board and introduce the topic to the students. 

· The teacher gives the information-based text to the students and ask them to read one part at a time and to find words (at least 5 for the entire text) they don't understand.

· The students are then asked to do a quick summary about what they've read and the teacher writes on the board the words the students did not understand.

· Asks the student to look for the words in the dictionary.

· When the revision is done and the students have understood the text correctly have the students take out their journal

· Tell the students they are going to reflect on the text, using their own opinion and example from the text. They have to write a 100 words paragraph explaining if it is a good thing or not that we keep growing in numbers as Humans.

· The teacher asks if the students enjoyed the class and give the final number of people on earth at the end of the lesson.
	· The students guess the answers in group 

· Students listen to the teacher's instruction 

· Students read the text and highlight the words they don't understand.

· Students do a quick summary of every paragraph they have read with the group

· Students look for the words they have highlighted in the dictionary

· Students read the instructions and prepare themselves to write their text and take out their journal

· Students write an 100 words paragraph based on the text they have read and on their own opinion.

· The students give their feedback to the teacher and reflect on the lesson if they did not have time to finish they end it as homework.
