	2 – IN CLASS 


PREPARATION
	Setting: The preparation (cd) for the listening of the story is in the cd player. 
              The class is set as usual. There will be an activity of playing card during the 2nd half of the course. Then they’ll have to pair up in order to play this game. 



	Activating prior knowledge: What is a sticky situation? Do you remember making a plan about ending a story yesterday? Ask them to tell you why the title of the story is Poor Theodore. What does that mean?  Etc… 

	Springboard

Tell the students they are going to read the story poor Theodore in order to be able to write the ending in another period. Today we familiarize with the story and we will play a Tic-Tac-Toe game.

	How :

The evaluation is done in the classroom during the second activity regarding their comprehension about the rules of the game, their usage of English and if they are using French by passing through the students. I listen and take note. Then they self-evaluate themselves following the criteria mentioned above.


	In class (activities, modalities, time, material) :
· Activating prior knowledge ( 5-10 min)

· Play the tape once (3.5 minutes) SB P.102-107
· Read each part (window) of the story with the students one by one.
· Ask students to explain IN THEIR WORDS each part of the story.
· Explain, write, new vocabulary words such as : zit, screamed, pimple, get rid of, to squeeze, bandage, stared at him, felt miserable, eyebrows, What I am going to do, soap, scrubbed, disappear, following morning, chin, advertised, sample 
· Ask them to tell you how they would feel if they were in the same position.
TOTAL = 35 min

· Tell the students they are going to play a tic-tac-toe game to make sure they understood the story.

· Pair up the students and explain the game. 
· Tell them they can look in their SB to find the answers before beginning to play the game. 

· They have 5-10 minutes to complete a game. When they are done they can switch partner and play a new game

Total = 20 min

· Ask students to take the cards back and put them in the designated folder. 

· Ask them to close their things, clean up, and make a row.
