	· Talk about the text they wrote on ''Nothing happened last night''.

· Highlight the fact that many people used the conditional tense

· Write some errors on the board that were made by the students using their text about ''Nothing happened that night''

· Tell the students we are going to talk about the usage of the conditional tense and the presence of two clauses.

· The teacher writes on the board the first part of the topic ''If vs When''

· The teacher gives the information of the difference between the usage of the two concepts. (present tense)

· The teacher gives exercises on ''If vs When'' used at the present tense.

· The teachers talk about the usage of ''If'' in another context; Present Unreal and the verb to be (write on the board I were, You were, He were etc..)

· The teacher gives information about ''Could vs Would'' when used is the Present Unreal situation 

· The teacher gives exercises on ''Could and Would'' in Present Unreal

· The teacher asks the students to write a small text of about 75 to 125 words on one of the following questions using at least two types of conditional.

If you were the winner of  the next Lotto 649 draft, what would you do?

If you could get your dreamed job, what would you do, what would be your main tasks?

If you could travel wherever you'd like in the world, where would you go?

· The teacher asks the students to hand their text back and that we will discuss about it next class. 
	· Students answer to the questions asked by the teacher

· Students listen to the instructions

· The students listen to the instructions and participate in the task.

· The students do the exercise

· The students listen to the instructions and react to the messages.

· The students do the exercise

· The students write a text following one of the three questions.
